Last month ICFGM organized the Career day at Ida B. wells Academy, our recently adopted school. The audience was over one hundred,  6th-8th  grade students. We divided them into 5 classes and recruited five African-American guest Speakers representing following five professions, Marketing, Engineering, Information Technology, Social work, and Financial Planning. The speakers spent about 30 minutes with each group. They took 10-15 minutes sharing their background and preparation for the career they are in; What the work-day is like, starting salary, and career progression. Majority of the time was allocated for personal interaction via question and answer sessions. The overall message from each speaker was that for a successful career in today's global economy post secondary education is a must. And, how education opened doors of opportunities for them. Because of the excellent feedback the school, has requested ICFGM to help organize the next such event. 

As you may recall ICFGM agreed to support Ida Wells academy and White Station
Middle high school. Our volunteers have been involved with ongoing support of
these schools. We expect White Station Middle Highs school activity to pick up
in the fall as the new school year starts. Besides supporting teachers in their classrooms notably we organized year-end teacher appreciation luncheon. This privately funded event was attended by 21 teachers and staff members.
